	· Don PPE, including safety glasses, work boots and gloves.
· Additional PPE should be worn such as a dust mask or hearing protection when working around wood or metals dust and/or loud ambient noises respectively.

· Before use make sure drill bits are sharp and not cracked as they can break off creating injury.

· Do not wear loose fitting clothing that can get caught in moving parts. Keep hair and jewelry out of the drill path as well.

· Do not over push, modern drills have a lot of torque and a long battery life. Let the drill do the work.

· Use higher drill speeds for wood and lower drill speeds for metal.

· If working on small items, use a clamp to secure the item you are drilling.

· Use both hands to securely hold the drill whenever possible, this will prevent it from slipping and/or spinning out of control.

· Continuous use of the drill can cause vibration. Make sure to take short breaks at frequent intervals to rest hands.

· When drilling is complete, be careful not to touch the drill bit, it is often extremely hot initially. Give it time to cool off.
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
